April 15th

May 20th
Write a conclusion and organize the results of your experiment on easy-to-read charts and graphs.

May 27th
Write a first draft of a report that includes the question that you origionally set out to answer, hypothesis, materials list, numbered step-by-step explanation of your procedure, results, analysis of results leading to the conclusion.

June 1st
Over the weekend type a revised and polished copy of your report. Construct a display using charts, graphs, photos, illustrations, signs, models, and or demonstrations of your experiment.
